General Information.

Performance Length – 55mins.

Two female performs. Grace Surman and Nic Green

The use of the space will very much depend on the shape of the performance space. We can provide more details once we have plans (floor and side), we are also able to tweak things during the get in.  

Performance includes wet fruit on the stage floor and nudity.

We require one technician for sound operation during the performance. Lighting and video to be operated by James.

One dress room, with two bottles of water and four bananas required. Showers if available.

Get In and Tech times.

Ideally we require at least one day (8 hours) for get in, plotting and spacing alterations. Plus one hour for a dress run, this should finish at least 1.30 hour before the performance. At least 2 technicians require, plus company technician, for the get in/get out.

Lighting.

Required.

General Open White Wash – See Lighting Plan (will forward this once we have a plan of the space)

Computerised desk. 

Flood lights to backlight through performers entrance(s). (may need stands)

Sound.

Required

2 CD players.

In house sound system

Staging.

Depending on the space, the stage is cut in half on a dialogue by a stationary black curtain. See ground plan for location. (We will forward this once we have a plans of the space.)

The performers entrance(s) doors need to be left open during the performance, therefore a silent backstage is vital.

Required.

One table (approx 1.5m in width, ideally like a school desk)

16 chairs (same manufacturer and colour)

Off stage props table and clothing rail.

Video.

Video is played from a mac laptop in the control room.

Required.

Video Projector (Preferable 3000 lumens+)

Free standing Projection Screen (like an old slide projection screen)

Projector Stand.

Cable from mac (in control room to projector, on stage.)
